Attendance Reminder  

Unsurprisingly, COVID has continued to limit the children’s ability to be in 

school every day this year.  This term in line with the reduced restrictions and 

testing, our school attendance continues to improve and for the first time in 

years, we have had all of our amazing children in school at the same time.  

We would like to remind you that we can only authorise absences in the 

following instances: 

• For sickness or ill health 

• For medical consultant appointments which fall during school hours 
• For religious or cultural observances 

• For a family emergency 

If your child is absent, please phone the school by 9:00am on the first day of 

absence and prov ide us with the reason for their absence. The school is 

obliged to keep a record of absences and these are recorded on your 

child’s report. Unauthorised absence and persistent lateness must be 
reported to the Local Authority’s Attendance and Welfare Officer for further 

support and action. Please do not send messages v ia classdojo as they may 

be missed.  

Reminder about Holidays during term time  

There have been amendments to the Educat ion Regulat ions (Pupil Registrat ion 2006) act . 

These amendments remove reference t o family holiday and ext ended leave as well as 
t he st atutory t hreshold of t en school days.  The amendments make clear t hat head 

t eachers may not  grant any leave of absence during t erm time unless t here are 

except ional circumstances. 

Whilst  we underst and that some absences may include t imes when your child is ill or 
attending appointments, (preferably out  of school t ime) it  is important that we all work 

t ogether to t ry t o ensure t hat your child has t he best  possible chance of success whilst  at 

school. 

If you decide t o st ill take your child out  of school, without permission, you will be 

committing an offence under t he Educat ion Act  1996.  We may refer t he matter to 
Cornwall Council who may decide t o t ake legal action against you.  A penalt y not ice 

can be issued under Sect ion 444A and 444B of t he Educat ion Act 1996.   This carries a fine 
per child, per parent , of £60 if paid within 21 days or £120 if paid after this but  within 28 

days.  Failure t o pay t he penalty not ice may result  in Court  act ion. Persistent absences not  

aut horised by t he school may result  in a prosecut ion in t he Magistrates Court , leading to 
fines up t o £2,500 and / or cust odial sent ences. The Council may also apply for t he cost s 

incurred in t aking the matter to court . 

Under current legislation parent/carers taking their child on an unauthorised 

holiday in term time could be subject to a fixed penalty fine. This is something 

we would like to avoid happening so please avoid booking holidays in term 

time. Thank you for your support and understanding.
