Aftendance Reminder

We do understand there are times when children will need to be absent from
school for a number of reasons. As a result, we will only consider authorising
absences in the following instances:

. For sickness or ill health

. For COVID-19 isolation

. For medical consultant appointments which fall during school
hours

. For religious or cultural observances

. For a family emergency

If your child is absent, please phone the school by 2:00am on the first day of
absence and provide us with the reason for their absence. The school is
obliged to keep arecord of absences and these are recorded on your
child’s report. Unauthorised absence and persistent lateness must be
reported to the Local Authority’s Attendance and Welfare Officer for further
support and action. Please do not send messages via class dojo as they may
be missed.

Reminder about Holidays during term time

There have been amendments to the Education Regulations (Pupil
Registration 2006) act. These amendments remove reference to family
holiday and extended leave as well as the statutory threshold of ten school
days. The amendments make clear that head teachers may notf grant any
leave of absence during term time unless there are exceptional
circumstances.

Whilst we understand that some absences may include times when your
child is ill or attending appointments, (preferably out of school time) it is
important that we all work together to fry to ensure that your child has the
best possible chance of success whilst at school.

If you decide to still take your child out of school, without permission, you will
be committing an offence under the Education Act 1996. We may refer the
maftter to Cornwall Council who may decide to take legal action against
you. A penalty notice can be issued under Section 444A and 444B of the
Education Act 1996. This carries a fine per child, per parent, of £60 if paid
within 21 days or £120 if paid after this but within 28 days. Failure to pay the
penalty notice may result in Court action. Persistent absences not authorised
by the school may result in a prosecution in the Magistrates Court, leading to
fines up to £2,500 and / or custodial sentences. The Council may also apply
for the costs incurred in taking the matter to court.




Under current legislation parent/carers taking their child on an unauthorised
holiday in term time could be subject to a fixed penalty fine. This is something
we would like to avoid happening. Thank you for your support and

understanding.

Staff will be wearing facemasks in communal areas and when working in

close proximity to children.

Please ensure that you play your part and follow our guidance:

1. If your child develops Covid symptoms at home, they should stay

at home and should book a PCR test (NOT a Lateral Flow Test). If
your child develops Covid symptoms at school, they will be sent
home and you should book them a PCR test. If your child tests
positive for Covid, they will need to self-isolate. (The rest of the
household does not need to self-isolate if they are under 18 or fully
vaccinated - but instead should book a PCR test). Please let us
know if someone in your household tests positive so we can
provide support for you.

. Please make use of the lateral flow tests - Twice weekly lateral flow

testing should continue for all education staff and all families and
households of children attending schools. Please use lateral flow

tests over the weekend to test the household before returning to

school.

. Maintain a 2 metre distance from other families and staff whilst at

school.

. Wear face coverings if you are unable to maintain a 2 metre

distance whilst on school grounds.

. Swiftly exit the school grounds and do not gather in groups.
. Keep the one-way system clear so everyone is able to safely enter

and exit the school grounds. To avoid crowding at the end of the
day please could we request that you keep to the one-way
system and do not stand by the front gates. If you are waiting for a
KS2 child please stand in a space in the carpark (ideally stand in
the same spot every day so your child can find you more easily).
