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Hedge Planting

You may remember that in May 2021 the
owner of the property that we share a
boundary with removed all of the
established hedges that ran along the
playground and field. The neighbour did
then donate some money to the school
but the focus had to be re-landscaping
and turfing to stop the soil washing onto
the playground but we would now like to
replace the hedges.

The Woodland Trust will be providing 105 wildlife-hedging saplings (dog
rose, hawthorn, hazel, crab apple, dogwood) for us to plant along the
fence on the playground and field. We are hoping that in time this
hedging will provide a natural screen, habitat for wildlife and a barrier to
the green metal fence. This will also support our Green Charter and will
be a lot more interesting to look at.

The saplings will be arriving very soon and we need your help to plant
them. We are looking for keen volunteers (with tools) to join us on
Saturday 19t November at 10am to plant the saplings. If you are able to
lend a few hours to this worthwhile and exciting project, please contact
the office or let Miss Pridmore know. Many hands make light work!




Hedge

Make a natural screen or connect existing woadland to help wildlife
stay on the mave. You will get a variety of each species for 8 metres
of full, easy to manage hedging.

For a lenger length. our Wild Harvest. Year Round Colour, Wildlife, and
Wild Woed packs also make great hedgerows and are available with
105 or 420 saplings.

* Species: dog rose, hawthorn, hazel, crab apple, dogwood
¢ Size of land: 6-8 metres of double-row hedging

* Protection: spiral guards and canes
